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I have seen some people who look sooo refreshed 
and young after getting Botox, and then see some 
celebrities who look SO terrible….why does Botox 
seem to look good on some and not on others? 
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This is a very interesting question. It is important to 
understand that Botox is not a commodity with a plus or 
minus button. Botox needs to be administered skillfully by 
someone who is experienced in the procedure and understand 
the subtleties of not just an individual�s anatomy but also the 
way they use their face as well as their desires. 

There are some areas where Botox is very effective and subtle 
and produces a very positive change in appearance. In other 
areas it can produce a stunned or frozen look. This is most 
obvious when it drops the eyebrows and the eyes do not smile 
along with the rest of the face. 

Many of the individuals who we see in public have been treated 
with Botox, but we only notice the ones where the Botox is 
poorly administered and this gives Botox a bad name. All the 
ones where Botox subtly enhances an individual�s appearance 
and enables them to communicate more effectively are 
not obvious at all. This is true skill in injecting Botox for 
�cosmetic� purposes.
